Q.     What Happens if There is Too Much Water Going Down the Bathroom Sink? 

A.     The 5.5 gallon vanity tank collects the reused water that goes down the bathroom sink and holds 

it until it is needed to fill the toilet tank. If more than 5.5 gallons of water collects in the vanity tank
